currency (paper money), postage stamps, and more.  (The Bureau of Engraving and 

Printing does not produce coins.  Coins are produced by the United States Mint.)

You can watch real money being printed here! If you take a tour, you will see how 
U. S. paper currency is printed, stacked, cut and examined for defects.

In 1912, 3,000 cherry trees from Mayor Yukio Ozaki 
of Tokyo were gifted to the city of Washington, DC.  
The National Cherry Blossom Festival held each 
spring, celebrates the enduring friendship between 
the people of the United States and Japan.

These are the trees that now turn the Tidal Basin 
into a cloud of pink each spring for all to enjoy.
